The sixth gather­
ing was held last month in the rooms of the Rhode Island Histqrica.l Society with 
nearly 100 present. At that time, this city was the unanimous choice for the meet­
ing in 1948. Mr. V'fuitman, in his letter. said he had visited this oity and enjoyed 
the 'Unique hospitality of the Hotel Johnstovm.' The tentative program., he explain­
ed, includes an informal meeting and dinner on Friday evening, tnemerial services 
and business meeting saturday morning, visit to places of local historical interest 
in the afternoon with a banquet in the evening, and on Sunday a. pilgrimage to 
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historical spots in surrounding communities. In his reply ~~. Morrison said he 
:could see no reason why the ·1948 meeting o£ this society could not be held in this 
city and closed •vi th 'I am sure the Johnstown Historical Society will be pleased 
to cooperate to the fullest extent possible.
