The
old burial ground was near a group of rocks known for ycars as "Westcott Rocks™
adjacent to Allen Harbor (sce Catherine, A~58) in the Quidnessett scetion of Narth
Kingston, R. I. The cemctery dated from 1675-6, at the time Westcott as a yuuna
licutenant in the famous PhlLlp'“ wamp fight, was killed by the Indians., Those
who descend from this branch of tho family mey visit the Westcott graves in the
Quidnessett Memorial Cometery which is located on the Viest side of the Boston Post
Road abcut two miles south of Fast Grecnwich, R, I.
